On Friday, February 26, 2010, Redondo Beach Police were contacted by the father
of two children who stated that a suspicious man pulled a vehicle up near the two
children at around 7:30 am. in the 600 Block of South Broadway Ave. The children
were waitting near the family vehicle preparing to go to school when the driver of the
vehicle pulled up and asked the two children  do vou need a nide. get in the car.™ The
children screamed and ran back to their house where thev told their parents what had
happened.

The suspicious person 15 described as a male. whate, 40-60 vears old. leathery skin.
tanned and unshaven with shoulder length gray hair. Additional nformation obtained
from the wvictims and their famuly, further describe the involved wehicle as a 1970°s
Mercedes station wagon., marcon in color with a few white spots (possibly due to
oxidization or recent body work), rear tinted window (older tint. creased. cracked.
otherwise poor condition). A composite sketch of the suspicious person was recently
completed and 1s attached to this press release.
