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The South Bay Regional Public Communications Authority (also referred to as
"RCC" for Regional Communications Center) has provided police and fire 9-1-1
dispatching since 1977. The RCC processes approximately 250,000 police and
fire incidents annually in the Southern California region commonly referred to
as the "South Bay". The RCC is a joint powers authority currently owned by the
Cities of Gardena, Hawthorne and Manhattan Beach while also providing
communications services to the city of Hermosa Beach under contract.
